Idea: Fundraising gage/thermometer. Make it pretty and visible for all to see our progress. Need to ask an artistic person to create this—or a kid.

What have we done so far: Antique items are being sold on Tuesday and Thursday to Capitol Antiques. Vicky takes photos and then takes what they want down for the to buy. So far two casted iron items have been sold. Items from Myste and Megan. 

Photos of old books are sent to Ken Sanders. Vicky takes photo and sends them. None have sold yet.

Ask community members to donate items to sell. Meets our sustainability goals too. Cheryl has a guitar. Myste & Laraine has donated lots of things including some items we want to keep for the community. 

Jorge donated a cell phone. We need a dedicated phoneline to have a Venmo account to receive funds. Cheryl will let us know when it is ready.

Maybe sell:

· Electric heaters on porch
· Items that Common House Furnishings wants to let go of: sewing machines, etc.

Hannah and Stephen are doing most of the selling right now. Need to get OK from CH furnishings committee to store items upstairs in sitting area. (Note: they said yes—temporary only).

Rumba idea:  Need group of committed people to make something happen: Cheryl is working on it.

General idea is that people Pay to bet on a Rumba War. See Youtube for ideas. We could just have one Rumba and balloons. Or multiple Rumbas. 
· Will Need prizes.
· Ask people for gift cards as prizes. Sometime people have the in their wallet and don’t use them.
· Drinks for donation

One prize could be sleep over nights in the Common House

Who will come to our events: General discussion that the people who attend our events will be friends and family including those in Glendale—similar to Halloween Block Party. Feels safe and friendly that way. The people who follow us on social media will see our events.

Sell Meals
We need to pick a name for the meal program. Good Deeds for Donation or we can call it WaCoHo Local

Idea is to do Meal Prep and make in individual portions for self-serve grab and go. Organizers will do the math and set a price accordingly. Cheryl and Ben to get a trial run. People have said they will buy these instead of having Grub Hub deliver meals or instead of Costco meals.

Idea for outdoor concerts: Amy May is working on that. She is going to reach out to Carolyn Turkanis. Or we will create our own event.

Rent out Cheryl’s camper: park on Thomas’s land or state park or somewhere. Would need to work out details and help with cleaning and prepping for visitors. Again: friends and family.

New Ideas:
· Plant sale—divide up low water plants we have and use social media or FB Market place to sell them.
· Bake sale—Maybe with movie night. Free but sell concessions or have donation tip jar out. 
· Chocolate Party—Friends from the pool would come to this. 

· Letter to former residence. It would be nice if we had a matching grant. “you donate $25” and it will be matched. Vicky, Lila and Lynda will work on the letter. Maybe to go along with National Open House or our own 25th anniversary. We are close to the 25th anniversary: 1998-2023. Could suggest multiple ways for then to give: Venmo, Check, Items we can sell.  Need a compelling reason to give. Suggest legacy gift to be listed in their will. Start inviting former residence to events.
